”It has been an amazing summer! Even with the 
Duckett Fire and all the adjustments we’ve had to 
make, God has been fully present in this summer 
and our staff has served our campers extremely 
well. We are in the middle of only our fourth full 
week back on our site. After being evacuated eight 
weeks ago from a fire that fully encircled our site, 
we were able to provide our ministry at another 
site for over four weeks before returning home on 
July 14th.   
 

But one amazing chapter in this whole miracle was 
the gift that Horn Creek Camp and Conference 
Center gave to Rainbow Trail. On the Monday 
afternoon after we were evacuated from our site, 
Doug Jones, the Executive Director at Horn Creek, 
offered one of their sites for Rainbow Trail to 
continue our ministry the rest of the week. At the 
end of that first week when we were not going to 
be allowed back into our site, I approached Doug 
about the next week and what RTLC's financial 
obligations would be if we were to stay longer, 
Doug responded that the next three weeks were 
open and that would be no charge. I asked how 
they could do that. Doug's response was ‘that's 
what neighbors do ‘. Rainbow Trail was able to 
continue its ministry for another three weeks at 
Horn Creek.  
  

Horn Creek has given Rainbow Trail a gift that we 
will never be able to fully repay- the gift of being 
able to continue to serve and do our ministry. 
Because of this incredible generosity from Horn 
Creek, Rainbow Trail would like to gather gifts to 
give a $15,000 thank offering to Horn Creek. 
Campers from congregations all over the Synod 
had the opportunity to experience camp at Horn 
Creek and really be a part of Livin' on a Prayer. We 
are hoping that your congregation will consider 
making an "over and above gift” to this project. 
Gifts can be sent to Rainbow Trail and marked 
'Horn Creek gift" All donors to this project will be 
listed in a letter that will accompany the gift. I 
hope that you will prayerfully consider joining us 
in saying thanks to Horn Creek.

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The Memorial Garden – Chapter II

Triumph and Tragedy 
 
In the process of planting the oak tree in the 
center of the memorial garden, Hal Peterson had 
a heart attack.  His son told me later that at the 
hospital he was more concerned if the tree would 
survive than he was about his own situation.  Hal 
headed the columbarium part of our plan and 
after he recovered from his heart attack, he built 
a new home far to the north and left membership 
in our church.  We could not find anyone who 
would take over the leadership of that part of the 
plan.  The columbarium became a more 
complicated part of the plan with lots of legal 
issues, follow-up work, etc. etc.  So, no pun 
intended, but the columbarium project was now a 
dead issue.  We were very sorry to lose Hal as he 
had been a key component on the whole project 
and I will always feel bad that he does not have a 
brick in the Memorial Garden.   
 
The committee decided instead to finish the 
Memorial Garden with bricks engraved by year 
with the names of our departed members.  In 
June 2002, we had 175 names, beginning with the 
year 1957.  Each year, new engraved bricks are 
added. 
 
Fortunately, 
Byron Kaven 
agreed to take 
over the job of 
overseeing the 
rest of the 
construction for 
us.  Our next step was to raise money for the 
circular brick wall.  The Church Council agreed to 
let us have half of the money taken from the 
Memorial Fund; and we had to raise the rest.  We 
even got the children to be a part of this 
campaign by selling bricks for $1 each or $5 per 
square foot.  We were glad to have any change 
that children wished to contribute.  Pastor Jim 
Norlie kicked off the campaign with the first 
contribution of a square foot.  After we got the 
wall started, we ran into unforeseen problems 
with cost overruns and delays.  Then one Sunday 
in 1995, Tom Yaley, the CTK treasurer, called me 
in the afternoon and said, “Did you know that a 

member put a check in the collection plate for the 
completion of the Courtyard/Memorial Garden 
for $8,000, with no strings attached.”  I had no 
idea!  We were now able to finish the wall and 
have enough left to have a sign made for the east 
side of the wall identifying “Christ the King”, plus 
have funds for maintenance.  Blessed be this 
anonymous donor who believed in our project 
and efforts! 
 

We 
continued 
to be 
blessed 
when 
Mary 
Patterson 
called me 
in 1996 
and said 
she 

would like to contribute 
something significant to the Memorial Garden in 
memory of her husband, Pat Patterson.  I 
suggested a cross 
to give us a focal 
point on the blank 
brick wall at the 
back of the 
Fellowship Hall.  
She was excited 
by this suggestion and put us in touch with 
Timothy Hinz, a sculptor who had done many 
liturgical symbols.  He submitted an original 
design of a draped cross symbolizing the risen 
Christ.   
 
Timothy also designed and installed the lettering 
on the east side of our church.  Mary and the 
Church Council then approved the design.   
 
Thanks go to so 
many for the 
triumph of this 
project, and for 
the 
enhancement 
and beauty it 
has made to our 
church.  This was a gift to the glory of God.  There 
were so many who helped that it is impossible to 
name everyone – Frank and Jan Brown, Alyce 
Holmes, Greta and Dan Young, Don Jensen and 
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many unknown garden angels who have helped 
with planting and clean-up etc.  Thank you to our 
stonemason, Dave Novess (Ruth Nickoley’s son-
in-law) who installed the memorial bricks and 
continues to do so very year, often without 
charging us for his labor.  Our committee has 
given freely of their time, money and ideas and 
should be commended.
